Face of the day: Bianca from Honduras 

My name is Bianca, I am 23 years old and I am from 
Honduras. 

I am working for the Red Cross in Honduras – I support 
the programs we lead together with the Swiss Red Cross. 
We train volunteers in the communities for our community 
health projects. The volunteers know how to manage 
problems like diarrhea, pneumonia etc. Very important is 
also our work for young women as well as pregnant 
women with children. Many children are malnourished 
and we take care of them and provide the mothers 
information and also food. Other important projects are in 
the domain of natural disasters, we have prevention 
programs as well as programs for emergency response.  

I appreciate to work for the Red Cross, because it is a way to help vulnerable people in a very 
concrete manner and we directly see the positive results. 

I enjoy being here in the camp, the country of Switzerland seems very beautiful to me, I’m 
impressed by the cleanness. I did the Raid Cross workshop and I really like what I learnt. My aim is 
to train our volunteers so that they are able to play it with children. I see that this could be an 
important new work for us, and I would like to introduce it to Schools in Honduras.  

The food is very different here, now I got used to it and I like it, but I miss beans a lot!
